During the time of the 40th anniversary of the Catholic Charismatic Renewal in February 2007, ICCRS is launching a Pentecost Prayer Project, “Operation Upper Room 2007” (24 hour / 9 day world-wide prayer net, May 18-26, see below project).  

Last year ICCRS promoted a 17 days / 24 hours “Operation Upper Room 2006” Pentecost Prayer Project, with special prayer intentions for the meeting with the Holy Father and the various Pentecost events; joining in were NSC’s, Communities, Diocesan Teams, Prayer Groups, as well as individuals.

Over 20 countries on 4 continents registered their participation, uniting thousands in the ICCRS World-Wide Day and Night Prayer Net, with thousands more non-registered participants also joining in. Some countries even organized a national 17/24 prayer net within their countries and registered as a nation. 
It is a prayer-project for the renewal of the Church, unity of Christianity and the renewal of Society.

On the promptings of Blessed Elena at the end of the nineteenth century, Pope Leo XIII asked all the faithful to celebrate a solemn novena (9 days of prayer) perpetually between Ascension and Pentecost for the unity of Christianity. As the disciples did, let us join with one heart in constant prayer in the “Upper Room” (Acts 1:12-14) during this time of Pentecost, also with special intentions.

The vision:  To form a united CCR “World-Wide Upper Room Prayer Net” day and night, 24 hrs a day / 9 days, weaving a dense prayer net of adoration and intercession during this 40th anniversary of the Catholic Charismatic Renewal.

This is an invitation to return again to the Upper Room of Jerusalem” where led by the Holy Spirit we join together in adoration and intercession, day and night, through prayers of praise, repentance, thanksgiving and blessings, spontaneous prayers, prayers in the Spirit including the gift of tongues. 

This uniting in contemplation of the Eucharistic mystery in the power of the Holy Spirit and through His Gifts affords a chance to respond to the call of New Evangelization, enabling the Church to encounter anew an outpouring of the Holy Spirit and the gifts of the Holy Spirit, thereby helping the “culture of Pentecost” to take shape.

Get Involved:  Become “burning bushes” of prayer -- all in the CCR are invited to participate.  There are different options/models which National Service Committees (NSC), groups, communities or individuals can use in participating in Operation “Upper Room” 2007. 

“Upper Room” Prayer Options are: 

· National United Prayer Nets:  NSCs organize a national 24/9 Pentecost Prayer Net.

· Prayer Summits / Prayer Nights:  Groups or communities meet for one day or night to adore and intercede. 

· Local Prayer Group Chains:  Where a prayer group chooses to build a chain covering a specific time frame by praying individually in their homes.

· Pentecost Novena:  9 days of prayer, May 18th -26th or Pentecost Triduum – 3 days of prayer preceding Pentecost,  26th  – 28th  in communities, groups and individually.

· Individuals:  Individual commitment to intercession for specified hours or days.
Special Prayer Intentions for Operation “Upper Room 2007”
For the Church and Pope Benedict XVI:  That they will continue to be guided by the power of the Holy Spirit and also intercede for the Holy Father’s prayer intentions.

For the CCR in its 40th anniversary Year:  For a) faithfulness to living and sharing our central calling of Baptism in the Holy Spirit; b) unity within the many expressions of CCR world-wide and within the Body of Christ; c) fruitfulness in the many ministries and projects in which CCR is involved.  

For the World:  That all people would come to believe in Christ who was sent-Jn 17:21  

For ICCRS:  For the vision and mission of ICCRS and the ongoing work of service offered by ICCRS to the worldwide renewal as well as blessings for its work, especially the Leader Formation Institute in Rome in June.
