Malta Pentecost 2006 – 9 days and nights of adoration & intercession

It was after a visit by Kim Kollins in which she explained her vision, Burning Bush to encourage Christians to “Return to the Cenacle” that the Charismatic Renewal in Malta started organising weekends of non-stop adoration and intercession before the Blessed Sacrament. The first was held in April 2002 with a second similar event held later in the year. 
In 2005 instead of two annual weekends, perpetual adoration and intercession was organised during the nine days between the feast of Christ’s ascension and Pentecost, however this did not include nights. 
In 2006, by God’s grace, the Charismatic Renewal successfully organised the same nine day perpetual adoration and intercession non stop, i.e. including nights. The response of the people was extremely encouraging, indicating that people are hearing God’s call to return to the cenacle and are responding. 

Throughout these activities of prayer people were encouraged to take note of any prophetic words they received. These prophecies have been various, most of them encouraging and which give us hope even in the face of what is happening in the world today, others were invitations to intensify our relationship with God, to convert, and to grow in love for our neighbour. Very strong has been the call to recognise our identity as children of God and to receive the Holy Spirit and His gifts with a willing and generous heart, reflecting this by committing ourselves to serve the Church through these gifts.
