In this issue: Inspired by the German novenabooklets in the past years (see EUCCRIL 217), the English National Service Committee (NSC) produced a prayer guide for Pentecost for the Catholic Church in the UK. A report of Kristina Cooper:
A small group of three of us went away to pray about this. We felt that it was not sufficient to produce just nine days of prayer.  Instead inspired by the scripture about Jesus on the Road to Emmaus, sharing with the disciples about all the references in the Old Testament that referred to the Messiah, we have created a prayer guide called Road to Pentecost. This is a 64 page booklet that takes the reader from Easter Sunday to Ascension Thursday and then culminates with the Pentecost novena using the same themes as used by Kim Kollins and the Burning Bush initiative.*

Content
In England we already have similar devotional booklets for Advent and Lent in current use in the Catholic Church. These have a small piece of scripture, a reflection and a prayer. We have used the same format but instead of using the daily Mass readings, we have told the story of salvation history again using references from the Old Testament. These are very simply expressed and encourage the reader to find themselves in the story themselves. We also have short references to the Catholic Catechism. At the back of the book we have a fold out bible salvation time line and some popular prayers to the Holy Spirit. We have deliberately made it small in size to fit into someone’s handbag or pocket and priced it at only £1 each. 

So popular

We originally planned to print 5000 which was the amount needed to make it economically viable to be able to sell it for £1, but it has proved so popular that we have had to print 10,000 and already it seems we will probably have to do a re-print. The CCR in Uganda has asked to reprint it in their own local language, and they are doing a short print run of 3000 in America. 

Response
The response has been amazing, as it is an ideal booklet for many situations – for follow up for those who have recently become Catholics, for parishes, for people to give to their friends for an Easter present. The key has been the price – its cheapness, its small size and the fact that I believe there is an anointing this year for those preparing for Pentecost. Praise God!
