Roman-catholic: The number of Catholics is very small,

perhaps 2,000 to 5,000 Latins and 5,000 Maronites.  

Numbers are difficult because we have a large Filipino population of contract workers and others who are foreign residents and tourists.  The Filipinos have a branch of El Shaddai in each of the four main parishes on the island - Nicosia, Limassol, Larnaka and Paphos. 

In Nicosia, I believe there are also some other Asian groups who have separate prayer communities.  I do not believe that we have any regular parish charismatic groups at this time.  

Cyprus for the Latin Catholic community is part of the Latin Patriarchate of Jerusalem.  However, although there are prayer groups there, I do not believe that there is any diocesan service committee for the prayer groups.
