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In this issue: A report from Marçel Hila in Albania, on the situation of the charismatic renewal in Albania.

We have two groups: one in Shkodra, a big city, with about 130.000 inhabitants, where 40% are Catholics. The group is about 100 persons. The conversions go on and time after time the group gets numerous in members. We have experienced the Power of the Lord Jesus. Many of the members have different gifts of God. 
We have begun this group in 1993. God has given to many of them the gifts of the faith, and after that, to others the gifts of the tongues, visions, prophecy, healing. Many have gone abroad. Albania has a very high rate of emigration. There are 4 millions of Albanians, with 1.500.000 of emigrants, in many countries of the world.

The second group is near the city of Lezha. Here we have begun in 2008 and since now there are about 70-80 persons, who gather in the weekly meetings. And there are conversions, gifts and a new life in Jesus. 

 

This is in short words the situation. Albania has only 10% of Catholics, principally spread in the mountains, because we were occupied by the Turks and the population had no way to survive, but only leaving the cities and going to the mountain regions. Many went away to Italy, Croatia, Greece and Venice. In total remain about 10% Catholics. 
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
