‘Thanks’ to a misunderstanding

It all started at the RELaY conference in 2008 when our group from Romania (Hungarian speaking) offended our brothers from Hungary, it was a very sad misunderstanding. You probably know that 90 years ago, at Trianon, Hungary was divided into six. People living in one country suddenly realized they were separated by borders they couldn’t cross. So my family, like many other thousands of families, was separated and brothers and sisters, parents and children could not meet together. This is why we are Hungarians living in Romania, as others live in Slovakia, Ukraine, Serbia and Croatia. Well, our unity was hurt even more at the RELaY conference where ‘thanks’ to this misunderstanding we, leaders of the Renewal on both sides of the border, realized that we need to reconcile, not only with those who set us apart, but first with each other.
Sharing the wounds

So on November 9, 2009 dcn. Kunszabo Zoltan and I organized a meeting of leaders in Budapest to talk about our wounds and bring them to the Lord. There were present leaders from Serbia, Slovakia, Romania and Hungary. We had two priests with us and leaders of ministries that serve in all these areas, 14 people in all. We spent the day in prayer and a very personal sharing of the wounds that we (and our brothers and sisters) had experienced as Hungarians living here or there. We found out that we are all hurt and need to forgive and ask for forgiveness. One of the most painful moments, for me at least, was to realize that we, as charismatic leaders, prayer groups, communities and ministries hurt each other many times and become instruments of dissension when we criticize each other, or make bad remarks regarding the others' ministry or life.
To build up a new unity

In the afternoon we had a time of reconciliation and prayer for the healing of these wounds of our nation. At the end a suggestion came from one of the leaders to start a covenant of the ministries and communities. We prayed for this as well, that the Lord would show us a way to not just work on reconciliation and healing but to build up a new unity, make new steps and take a new direction.

A few months later this covenant took an official form when the St. Andrew School of Evangelization Hungary, the Joshua School of Disciples and the New Jerusalem Community took a formal step and pledged to defend and protect each other, and not let any criticism, bad remark or anything stand between them, but to support, help each other, and work together for the Kingdom of God. They called it ‘The Covenant of Peace’. Later on, the Transylvanian Service Committee of the Catholic Charismatic Renewal and the Youth Ministry of Romania (Hungarian-speaking part) joined this covenant. 

The evangelizing of youth 

In January another idea of a new covenant started, regarding the evangelizing of youth. On April 13-14, 2010 leaders dealing with youth met in Budapest. The meeting concluded with a united mission for youth where more schools of evangelization, ministries and communities decided to build up a united Youth Ministry under the flag of the Hungarian National Service Committee (NSC).

All Hungarians

So we have made several steps on the spiritual level for the unity of our Hungarian people, regardless of the political borders. We praise the Lord, for all the graces he has given us and for the new ways He leads us on! We are thankful for being able to perceive His guidance and take these first steps on this new way.
